As we reflect on the challenges faced in 2023, we want to express our
sincere gratitude for your unwavering support of Planned Parenthood
of Greater Washington and North Idaho (PPGWNI). Your commitment
to our mission has been our beacon of strength during times of
adversity.

The year began with attempts by anti-abortion extremists to limit
reproductive rights by filing a lawsuit that challenged the FDA'
approval of mifepristone, the most commonly used medication for
abortion in the U.S.

Our medical team quickly made a plan in preparation for a possible
ban on the drug to ensure minimal impact on our patients. Thanks
to reproductive health champions in Washington state, our health
centers and patients were not impacted by a ban on this medication
in 2023. However, the Supreme Court has decided to hear the case
in 2024. If the plaintiffs are successful, we will see a nationwide ban
on mifepristone, even in states where abortion remains legal — like
Washington.

By mid-year, anti-abortion extremists were at it again, weaponizing the
courts by filing a baseless lawsuit against three Planned Parenthood
affiliates in Texas claiming Medicaid fraud. The case attempts to
bankrupt Planned Parenthood and eliminate affordable health care
options for people who need it the most.

In the face of these politically motivated attacks on reproductive health,
your support helps our movement grow, allowing us to persevere
and find innovative ways to protect the rights of individuals seeking
abortion and other important health care services.

We are profoundly grateful for your continued dedication to our
mission. Your contributions, whether through your time, sharing
personal stories, or your generous philanthropy, play a crucial role in
sustaining our work. Your support empowers our patients and staff
to overcome any challenges that may arise in the coming year with
strength and resilience.

When Roe fell, | gathered with clergy colleagues in Idaho to plan a
service of lament.

Two years ago, | moved here to pastor a small congregation. Being the
one pastor in our group of child-bearing age, | was chosen to be the
main speaker.

As | named my own and our communal grief, rage, lament, and fear,
| had no idea how soon my body would be directly impacted by the
Supreme Court’s actions.

| got pregnant in February 2023. My spouse and | were excited to
have our second child-a sibling for our three-year-old son. He would
announce the pregnancy to other family members, saying with glee, “a
baby is growing in Mama'’s belly!”

At our first medical appointment we nervously asked our providers
questions like: Are you going to leave Idaho? What happens if we have
complications?

At 12-weeks | got the call— something came up on the genetic
screening. My pregnancy was now at increased risk of a very rare
chromosomal disorder. That night my son asked, “Dada, why was your
face worried when you were hugging Mama?”

After more tests, we confirmed that our tiny son had a rare and severe
chromosomal disorder that would be debilitating and lead to a life
of up to 180 different symptoms, with pain and suffering and endless
hospital stays.

We made the hardest decision of our lives.
We decided to terminate the pregnancy for medical reasons.

We made this excruciating choice so that our unborn son would not
live a life of suffering and pain.

We took on the pain and suffering so that he would not have to.

We knew that we would also have to leave the state to get the health
care we needed. Our lives suddenly turned into stories we had read

on the news.

So, we bought tickets to Washington to have a procedure that just
months ago was done down the road from our house.

It turns out, | was not the only medical refugee fleeing Idaho to get the
health care | needed. At my appointment | overheard one of the nurses
say, "l guess it's an Idaho day.”




At 15 weeks we said goodbye to a wanted pregnancy, knowing we
made the best choice for our family and our little one whom we will
never meet but love so much.

When we got home, something in me shifted.

| am no longer willing to live in a state that says my body doesn't
matter. A state that says birthing individuals shouldn't get the best care
needed for their health and wellbeing.

| made the heart wrenching decision to leave, for my health, for the
safety of my family, and for my hopeful future pregnancy. As | shared
my story and the reason for my leaving with my church, tears filled eyes
around the room.

Tears for my loss, tears for all those in positions like | was, tears for those
who can’t leave unsafe situations, tears for the bodies of pregnant
ldahoans who are forced into terrifying decisions by others.

My prayer and hope are that the small rippling impact of my unborn
son will mean more people wake up and realize abortion care is health

care, that each story and each situation is unique.

The Public Affairs team attended a Patient
Advocacy Summit in Washington D.C. in early
2023. There they sharpened their organizing skills
to support our patients. It was a great opportunity
to come together with other Planned Parenthood
affiliates to discuss getting out the vote, varying
abortion access across states, and mobilizing
supporters. On the final day of the conference,
the team met with Senator Patty Murray, a
reproductive access champion, to discuss 2023
legislative priorities.

Senator Patty Murray then hosted a roundtable
discussion about abortion access post-Dobbs
and the overturn of Roe v. Wade at our Pullman
health center on August 1st. It was important for
her to hear from PPGWNI staff who are working
directly with patients on the Washington-ldaho
border. Pullman and Spokane Valley staff were
able to share their perspectives and experiences
with Senator Murray.
